Slow, control and divert water flow.




#1. Slow water flow.
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Slowing and controlling water flow with a chunk
ont of a culvert.




This pool is created by the
control of water flow from the
plywood at the culvert.




#2. Making a simple weir using:
a tarp, 2x4 and rocks!




Simple weilr:
Getting the tarp placed in the stream.

2x4




2x4 wrapped in the front of the tarp.




Placing rocks to hold the upstream
edge of the tarp down.
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Water flow control has been established.
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Learning how to divert surface contaminants.




Diverting floating/surface contaminants
to the still water edge for removal.
